Early Learning Ideas:

• Do a color search! Look at and name a color and then see if you can find it inside or outside. 
For older children, see if you can you find a color that is hard to identify and learn its name. 
Learning color names helps to build a child’s vocabulary.

• Build a child’s language skills by talking about the different shades of colors. For example, can 
you describe how broccoli and celery are different colors of green?

• Learning shapes is an important pre-reading skill. Children learn letters by recognizing them 
first by their shape. The shape of a letter helps a child to determine how it is alike and different 
from other letters. When a child learns the difference between a square and a circle, for 
example, it is easier to see the difference between the letter "H" and the letter "C."

• When playing outside, see what kinds of shapes you can make from sticks, rocks, or other 
objects on the ground. You can also draw shapes with chalk and cover the line with objects that 
you find. You can even create a game where you name the shapes as you hop on them.
