Sacramento, Calif. – May 28 marks the first day of the new year-long exhibit at the California State Capitol Museum.

 James Marshall’s hand-drawn maps of his 

discovery of gold in the Coloma Valley 

 An American Dictionary of the English Language, 

by Noah Webster from 1828 

 An original painting of the City of Sacramento 

from 1849 by George A. Frost
